Saul and Cain
Men Who Hate
This month, we are going to discuss a very serious topic: Men who hate. You absolutely do not want to marry a man who hates. It is a recipe for disaster. Oddly enough, it usually starts out looking like a happily ever after fairy tale. 

     The story goes something like this: A man has a hot temper or he can’t get along with people. He meets a woman who feels sorry for him. She wants to help him or fix him. He plays on her emotions by telling her a sob story starring him as the victim. He tells her how people have hurt him, and how it isn’t his fault. That’s when her caretaker instincts kick in and determine that she is the only one who understands him. He will be different with her. Together, they will overcome the obstacles that have made him this way and they will live happily ever after. Only it doesn’t end that way. Soon after they are married, the unresolved hate in his heart is directed at her. Suddenly, the dream is a nightmare. 

     Hate is a powerful thing. It cannot be overcome by the power of love. It can only be overcome by the power of the blood of Jesus when the person who hates submits his life to God. Even that won’t magically take it away. He will probably have to go through spiritual deliverance to be set free from the demon of HATE. He may even have to go to a Christian counselor to learn to live free from hate. These are proactive steps that a man must make because he wants to change. You cannot change him or remove the hate from his heart. It will take hard work on his part to overcome. Many men who hate never overcome. You do not want to live in or raise your children in a house full of hate. 
  
     Saul is a Biblical example of a man who was full of hate. To the eye, Saul looked like a great catch. The Bible says that he was tall and handsome. He came from the small tribe of Benjamin, but he rose to success when he was chosen by God to be the first king of Israel. However, because he would not follow God or obey His Laws, God rejected Saul as King. It was Saul’s bad choices that caused God to reject Him. God told the prophet Samuel to anoint David the next king of Israel. 
 
     When this happened, Saul didn’t repent or take responsibility for his choices. Instead, he saw himself as the victim and became angry, bitter, and hateful. Saul hated David. He was jealous of David and wanted him dead. Eventually, the hate that Saul felt for David consumed Saul’s life. He became obsessed with killing David. He orchestrated circumstances hoping that David would “accidentally” die. When that didn’t work, Saul tried to kill David himself by throwing a spear at him. When David escaped Saul’s attack, Saul sent his entire army to hunt down and kill David. His hate took over his life. He completely abandoned running the country, and spent all of his resources trying to satisfy his hate. 

     Saul’s hate drove him to become more and more abusive. At one point, he actually tried to kill his own son, Jonathan. That’s how hate works. If a man hates one person, he exhibits that hate toward every other person in his life, even his family and closest confidents. This is what happened with Saul and Jonathan.
 
     Cain is another example of a man who hates. Because of the hate in his heart, Cain murdered his brother. Like Saul, his story shows us how hate can result in violence. Learn from this story! If a man has hate in his heart, it can easily result in abuse and violence. Stay away from this kind of man. You do not want to end up in a violent, dangerous relationship. 
 
     So, how do we avoid a relationship with a man who hates? Well, the answer is two-fold, because there are two people involved in the scenario: you and him. The first area that needs to be addressed is inside of you. You need to find out why you are attracted to this type of man. What draws you to a man who hates? Are you a caretaker? Did your background or childhood train you to feel responsible for everything and everyone? Do you feel like it is your job to fix people and their problems? Do you have an unnatural desire to make people happy no matter what the cost? Were you trained to put your needs aside to give others what they want?
 
     Many women have the tendency to be caretakers. To a degree, this is a natural instinct that God placed inside of us to be used in our role as wives, mothers and keepers of the home. However, it becomes a problem when it is taken to the extreme. Some women, because of abuse or mistreatment in their past, become the caretaker in a co-dependent relationship. They are always giving and the other person is always taking. A woman with caretaker issues will see this as normal and natural, but it is unhealthy. No one person can always be the giver. Relationships are supposed to be two people giving to each other. If you are always on the giving end of relationships, you need to start asking yourself “Why?” 
 
      Are you addicted to abuse? Did you know that your soul can crave abuse like an alcoholic craves alcohol? If you were abused as a child or raised in an abusive household, then abuse is normal to your soul. You will feel safe and loved in abusive situations. You soul literally craves abuse. This is an addiction that you need to be delivered from and work on overcoming.
 
     Did you know that addiction to abuse is hereditary? I didn’t know that until I was in my twenties, and the Holy Spirit was taking my family through deliverance from abuse. You see, I grew up in a Christian family. We thought our lives were perfect. What we didn’t know was that there were family secrets we weren’t aware of that were affecting our lives. The Bible says that the truth will set you free. (John 8:32) That’s what happened to my family. When we found out the truth about our families’ secrets, we were able to be set free. Through a series of circumstances, we found out that there was a history of abuse in our family. As we found out more and more truth, we were able to see the role it was playing in our lives. 

     Personally, I began to see that my Dad’s attitudes toward women and how he treated my Mom created an addiction to abuse inside of me. I craved abuse. I felt most comfortable around men who were like my Dad and who treated women badly. It wasn’t until our family went through spiritual deliverance, and I learned the truth that I could really start to overcome being attracted to the wrong kind of man. Now I want all women with this problem to overcome. I know it is possible through the Holy Spirit and spiritual deliverance. You can be set free from the demon of ABUSE. With the help of the Holy Spirit, you can overcome the grooves that abuse left in your brain. I’m not going to say that it was easy, but you can overcome the issues that cause you to be attracted to men who hate and abuse.

      Now the other side of the coin--how do you know a man is controlled by hate? This can be tough, because no man wants you to see this side of him when you are dating. After all, he is trying to attract you. Some men can use excessive charm and manipulation to hide their true identity. This is why you need to ask the Holy Spirit to give you the ability to discern spirits. Ask Him to give you His discernment so you can detect when a man is filled with hate. Remember the Holy Spirit knows what is inside of someone’s heart. Ask Him to reveal it to you before you become involved with any man. Another thing you can do is keep your eyes opened while you are dating.
Start by studying his relationships. Do not date or become involved with a man who hates either of his parents. If he can’t get along with his family, stay away. He needs to work out these issues on his own before he can have a healthy relationship. Watch how he gets along with his Mom. It’s a proven fact that men will treat their wives the way they treat their moms. If he has a bad relationship with his Mom, he will have a bad relationship with you. Listen to how he and his Mom talk to each other. Listen to how he talks about her behind her back. How does he handle her birthday? Is he angry with her about his childhood? 
 
     How does he get along with his siblings? Is there unresolved sibling rivalry? Do they treat each other with love and respect? Are there unresolved issues that they need to work through? If so, he will be carrying these things into your marriage and family. For instance, my Dad never worked out his jealousy issues with his sister. Whenever I reminded him of her, we had problems. Make a man work out the issues with his family before starting your own family with him. 

      Remember, there are two sides to every story. Before you believe his “I’m the victim sob story”, find out all the facts. Investigate the other side of the story. If he really is the victim, what steps is he taking to overcome his issues? Don’t get involved with a man who wants to wallow in self-pity instead of working to overcome his problems. 

   Here’s an important question: Does he let you spend time with his family or does he hide them from you? What is he hiding? How do they interact? Are they loving or hateful and jealous? 
 
     Watch his behavior. Is he an angry man? Does he lose his temper? Why? Are people afraid of him? Is he a jealous, bitter person? Are his problems always somebody else’s fault? Is he prejudiced? Are there specific groups of people he hates? Does he make prejudiced jokes or racial slurs? These are all ways of expressing hate. 
 
     Here’s something to beware of: Is he a loner? Does he want it to be you and him against the world? If he doesn’t let people in his life now; he isn’t going to let you in later. You will not be the one who breaks through to him. A loner is a loner. If fact, if he is a loner, he may eventually try to get you to give up your friendships and join him in his alone society. That’s dangerous, because it opens the door for abuse. 
 

     Is he a forgiver? Does he forgive people in his life that hurt him, or does he keep a scorecard and seek revenge? If he doesn’t forgive other people, especially his family, he won’t forgive you. He will keep a record of everything you ever did wrong and you will pay for it. Even years later, he will remember things you did years ago and punish you for them. Stay away from men who don’t forgive. 
 
     Finally, is he violent? Does he have a history of abuse? If he does, don’t go anywhere near him. If he abused one person, he is just looking for another person to abuse. It will not be any different with you. Run away as fast as you can before you get involved.
 
     I beg you, be warned and do not get involved with a man who hates. If you are a mother, teach your daughters to respect themselves and avoid men who are full of hate. If you have ever had an issue with abuse or addiction to abuse, make your children aware of it before they start dating. Because it is a hereditary issue, girls need to be aware of it so they don’t fall into the same trap. Boys need to be aware of it so they don’t become abusers. I recommend taking the whole family through spiritual deliverance to get rid of any remnants of the demon of abuse. 

      Moms, warn your daughters of the feeling of “I’ll fix him.” Teach them that they can’t fix any man. Women need to work on becoming all that God wants them to be, and God can lead them to an emotionally healthy man. Accept your responsibility to guide your daughters through the dating process. Talk to them about what type of man to look for, and what kind of man to avoid. It is one of the greatest lessons you can teach them. 
 
     If you see your daughter or any other single woman dating a man who shows signs of hate or abusive behavior, don’t be afraid to intervene. They may resent you now, but they will thank you later. No woman wants to be married to a man who is full of hate. A warning now may save them a life of heartache later.
 
     As I said at the beginning, this lesson may be the most important lesson in this series. There are many character traits that a woman can learn to live with and endure; however, hate is not one of them. This issue is no longer a small issue that is found on the peripheral fringe of society. As our culture grows more ungodly and we turn further from our Christian values, hate and abuse have become common place. Even in the best neighborhoods and churches there are women who live under the oppression of a man’s hate and abuse. As single women, we need to be very cautious that we don’t enter into that type of relationship. If there is anything inside of our hearts from our past that causes us to crave abuse, we need to do all we can to seek deliverance and overcome these issues before we enter a relationship. 
  
     If you are dating a man who exhibits signs of hate and abuse, you need to end the relationship. I understand this is difficult. Sometimes when we are lonely and we want the companionship that marriage and family can bring, we lower our standards and accept character traits and behavioral patterns that are unacceptable. It’s easy to accept anything because you are afraid of having nothing. Please don’t do this. When the wedding is over and the marriage begins, you do not want to wake up with a man who hates. If his hate leads to abuse, your happily ever after dream will become a nightmare. While you still have a choice, end the relationship. Then seek God’s healing and deliverance for any damage done to your soul while you were in the relationship. When your soul is healed and you are stronger, ask God to bring a loving, godly man into your life who will treat you in the same loving, respectful way that God treats His daughters. In the meantime, ask God to do the work inside of your heart and soul to prepare you to have a happy, healthy marriage free from hate. Wait for a prince, don’t settle for a frog.
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
